Prayer Sessions

$1 TAIU: Prayer Ritual for Peace, Happiness and Well-being during Pandemic Times, Lockdown and
Beyond...

All along the COVID-19 pandemic time, both during the first and the
second wave, a large number of people suffered and braved one of the
most dreaded illnesses. Brunt of COVID-19 spared no one. Apart from
physical challenges, some colleagues met with the agonizing loss of their
near and dear ones in their own and extended families. Even employees of
the University of Delhi came under its grip and within a matter of days
some of them left us forever leaving a void, extreme stress and angst
amongst the family members and friends. Many of our staff members, both
from teaching and non-teaching fraternity, suffered from this life-
threatening infection. Thankfully, majority of them fought back with their
full strength and recovered. One of our young colleagues was under isolation in hospital/s with the infection for over
a period of two months. By God’s grace and apt medical care, he recuperated and came back to his family. Some of
our fellowmen, however, lost the hard-fought battle. The college condoled the sad demise of a guest faculty member
Mr Keshav Niranjan and the spouse of yet another guest faculty member Ms Shalini Bansal, who succumbed to
COVID-19. Many college students and their families suffered too. Some recovered while others lost one or both of
their parents.

Sensing the ongoing emotional trauma and grief, some faculty members at Keshav Mahavidyalaya, during the period
of lockdown, took the initiative of holding a mass prayer meet on the Google Meet platform to pray for the health and
mental well-being of one and all. The first session was organized on 09" May 21 in the morning from § am to 9 am.
Several faculty and non-teaching members joined the prayer meet. The prayer began with participants chanting the
powerful Mahamrityunjaya Mantra. The collective effort of faculty members joining the online session and doing the
108 Mahamrityunjaya Mantra jaap was impactful and comforting at the same time. Everyone felt a surge of positive
energy and decided to continue holding the prayer ritual daily till the ill-effect of Corona subsided. The prayer sessions
resembling a school assembly became the daily routine and witnessed a large number of participants. Gradually,
family members including both elders and young children aged 8-12 years of some of the staff members participated
with the spirit of being one amongst us. Seeing our faculty members recuperating well and joining the online prayer
ritual after recovery from Covid was an overwhelming experience for all regular members of the sessions.

In due course of time, as the number of COVID-19 cases declined, the format of the prayer meet got more inclusive.
Besides chanting Mahamrityunjaya Mantra, the members came forward to recite Gayatri Mantra and other vedic
stotrams, bhajans, dohas, chaupais from Ram Charit Maanas, shabads from Guru Granth Sahib, commentaries of
spiritual gurus and saints and excerpts from various philosophical books. The end of each session was marked with
several participants reflecting on age-old wisdom and sharing with fellow colleagues their personal experiences, the
joy and liberation they felt while on their spiritual journey. With the onset of examination and regular classes, the
prayers are now held on weekends from 8 am - 9:30 am.

The ongoing prayer ritual has helped us reconnect with Almighty, renewed our internal strength from infused faith
and positivity. This ritual also helped reaffirm a bond of mutual trust and the feeling that we shall hold together in
trying times.
