Environmental Studies

Virtual Field visit to Yamuna Biodiversity Park

The Department of Environmental Studies at Keshav Mahavidyalaya conducted a virtual tour of the Yamuna
Biodiversity Park for first-year students on November 28th, 2023, and for second-year students on December 1st,
2023, in line with the curriculum of the AEC: Environmental Sciences course under the National Education Policy
(NEP 2020). Around 500 first and second-year students from various courses attended this virtual field trip. They
were accompanied by Prof. Arpana Sharma (coordinator of the EVS department), Ms. Preeti (nature education
officer of Yamuna Biodiversity Park) and Dr. Niloy Sarkar, Ms. Bhawna Tyagi and Dr. Nikki (faculty members
of the EVS department). Ms. Preeti shared the Yamuna Biodiversity Park's formation by DDA on Yamuna
River's degraded flood plains near Wazirabad village. She also provided a comprehensive overview of its features
including diverse forest communities, wetlands, grassland communities, faunal diversity, fruit-producing species,
and medicinal herbs. During the visit, the students were educated about biodiversity conservation and the
restoration of the Yamuna floodplain site's natural flora and ecosystem. They also learned about the ecosystem
services provided by wetlands, including water purification, groundwater recharge, bird sanctuary, and eco-
tourism hub. The Yamuna Biodiversity Park, a vital green belt surrounding Delhi, is crucial in reducing air and
water pollution, and students were educated about its role in addressing environmental issues. At the end of the
visit, students engaged in a question-and-answer session, followed by a vote of thanks from Dr. Niloy Sarkar. This
event was successfully executed with the cooperation of college staff and students, and we anticipate future similar
programs.
